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òTradition and Changeó 
 

Much has been said at Beth Tzedec recently about 

the fast pace of change. Nothing could be farther or 

closer to the truth. As a religious institution, we 

represent tradition and stability on the one hand and 

the need to insure modern relevance on the other. In 

this tension between tradition and change, there is 

only one constant in life- God (other than taxes and 

death). All else, whether it be physical or spiritual, 

will change. But precipitating, responding, and 

creating change is one of the most difficult aspects 

of living. Certainly, everyone is in favor of change as long as it is not painful, 

does not require sacrifice, and causes no disruption to our lives! However, the 

real change that is needed is often unwelcome. 

 

Why fear change? Judaism is, after all, a religion of evolutionary change. From 

lifeôs conception to the moment that the soul departs, Judaism enables us to 

respond to change. Its lifecycle ceremonies and holiday rituals reflect our 

physical and emotional changes while Torah learning shapes and guides our 

intellectual and spiritual growth. Change allows relationships to transcend the 

inevitable impasses, hurts, and disappointments that would otherwise dissolve 

them. Friendships and marriages that do not change enjoy only a limited 

lifespan of happiness and fulfillment. Businesses that do not adapt and respond 

to changes in the marketplace do not survive in a competitive environment. 

Institutions that resist changes in society and cling nostalgically to the past 

become static and irrelevant to their constituents.  

 

But isnôt Judaism an ancient religion in which the past is revered and traditions 

preserved? Yes, our ancestors did create a chain of transmission in which 

customs and rituals have been handed down from one generation to the next. 

Yet, the story of the Jewish peopleôs survival is one of adaptation and change. 

Regardless of the period of history or the ruling power, Jews embraced God as 

their constant and then changed virtually everything else necessary to survive. 

Jewish law, called Halacha, from the Hebrew word ñto walkò which connotes 

forward movement, is about developing ñnew ideas to preserve old ideals.ò This 

is the essence of the Conservative Movement in North America. For the Jewish 

community to flourish and to extend itself into the next generation, it must 

anticipate and precipitate change. From ritual practices to Jewish education to 

our outreach into the wider community, innovation and a forward thinking 

vision are essential to our future success. 
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Rabbinic Reflections 

 

How can we expect to grow if our Jewish education reflects an antiquated 

model rather than one that is cutting edge, intergenerational, and strengthens 

both the home and the synagogue as key learning centers? How can we possibly 

attract new families if our rituals are inaccessible to those with minimal Hebrew 

language skills and not familiar to those without the upbringing of attending 

traditional services? How can we create a caring and supportive community if 

we place a low priority on extending a healing and compassionate hand to one 

another? How can we be inclusive of interfaith families and same gender 

couples when we never ask them about their interests and needs? How can we 

occupy a faithful presence in the larger community when we fear controversy 

and are hesitant to uphold the Torahôs mandate to protect the orphan, the 

widow, and the stranger? 

 

To paraphrase John Gardner, a scholar and expert in the field of leadership, 

ñThe true task is to design a community capable of continuous change, 

continuous renewal, and continuous responsiveness to human need.ò  
 

There are indeed many paths to achieve the necessary changes that will lead to a 

thriving and energized congregation and community. Thoughtful discussion and 

dialogue that is intended to enhance everyone is the precondition for healthy 

change. Even honest disagreement is an important tool when it fosters critical 

thinking, wholesome compromise, and collaboration. 

 

We have among us at Beth Tzedec many talented and caring people who can 

offer their skills, ideas, energy and resources to transform our congregation into 

a vibrant center of Jewish living. Now is the time for you to step forward and 

stimulate the changes we need at Beth Tzedec. I welcome you to convey your 

interest in collaborative community building by contacting me, our president 

Stuart Myron or our chairman of the Board Markham Silver. To paraphrase the 

prophet, ñLet God instill in us a new heart and a new spirit.ò 

 

My hope is that our fear of change gives way to a new spirit of adventure in 

which we seek to revitalize ourselves, our congregations, and our community.

Happiness is a Jewish Month 
 

February marks the start of the festive month of 

Adar. The traditional motto of this month (according 

to Mishnah Taanit 4:1) is ñMishenichnas adar marbim besimchaò - When 

Adar comes, let happiness reign!  
 

Simcha, or happiness, is a crucial theme within Judaism. Judaism suggests 

that happiness is not an end in itself ï rather, it is a pathway to the 

transcendent. Rabbi Tal Zwecker explains that simcha is both a tool of 

avodat hashem (worship of G-d) as well as a result. The ultimate objective 

lies beyond that which is encompassed in the ordinary understanding of 

happiness. 
 

According to Midrash Shir Hashirim Rabba, there are in fact ten different 

words for happiness in the Tanach: Gila ï joy & exultation; Sason ï full-

hearted celebration; Simcha ï great happiness or gladness; Ditza ï elation; 

Rina ï blissful song; Pitzcha ï jubilation or bursting into song; Tzahala ï 

shouting or crying out for joy; Aliza ï merriness; Chedva ï creation of 

enjoyment; T'ruah ï shouting or cheering ecstatically. 
 

This sheer variety of terms not only suggests the significance of happiness 

in Judaism, but a distinction between the Jewish view of happiness from the 

common contemporary view.  Each Torah term above describes a different 

way to approach G-d, and to heighten and honor that which is sacred. We 

revel in our G-d, our Holy Land, our partner in marriage (our basherte), our 

family and children, our potential holiness as a people, and in our openness 

to one another in all of our vulnerability. 
 

The simcha we derive from these sacred connections serves as a source of 

lasting strength, and in turn enables us to achieve deeper levels of fulfilment 

and of kedusha (holiness). As Rabbi Aharon of Karlin, one of the early 

Chasidic leaders, reportedly said, "There is no mitzvah to be joyous, but joy 

can bring on the greatest mitzvot."   

Happiness can be the event of a moment (hence the use of the word simcha 

for a festive occasion such as a bar/bat-mitzvah or a wedding); it can also

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A Pearl of Wisdom  

Ritual Committee 

Shalom, 

 

As you may remember from my last Shofar article, the Ritual 

Committee recommended a policy to the Board of Directors 

as follows: Women who are Bat Kohen or Bat Levi may 

choose to fulfill the role of Kohen or Levi. Much like the discussion over 

egalitarianism, we heard from many members of our congregation. Some 

believe that this policy was the logical extension of our role as an egalitarian 

synagogue. Others believe that we are a traditional congregation and that this is 

not a policy they feel comfortable with. 

 

It has been a decade since we became an egalitarian synagogue with over 75% 

in favour of women having the opportunity to lead our congregation in prayer. 

Since then we have become a stronger congregation with women assuming 

responsibility for reading Torah and Haftarah and leading various services. It 

was with that in mind that the Board passed the new Bat Kohen/Bat Levi 

policy. 

 

We are now in the phase of implementation. Our next steps will be to hold 

study sessions for the congregation to answer any questions about the new 

policy. After that, we will have a study session with all our Kohanim and 

Leviim about what being a Kohen or Levi means with respect to honours and 

obligations. Our hope is that this new policy will not only give Bônot Kohen 

and Bônot Levi an opportunity to decide if this a role they wish to fulfill, but 

will be an opportunity for our male Kohanim and Leviim to learn or refresh 

their learning about their role in the service and in ritual life. 

 

As always, if you have any questions or comments, please feel free to email me 

or the Rabbi, and we are always looking for people who would like to read 

Torah, Haftarah or lead services.
