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Rabbinic Reflections 

 “Hanukkah=Dedication=Education” 

 

Ever since I was a child, rabbis and religious 

leaders have despaired each December about the 

commercialism and disproportionate popularity 

of Hanukkah to the other holidays on the Jewish 

calendar. There is no question that we get 

caught up in the spirit of giving and receiving 

gifts during the “holiday season.” And, there is 

no question that sensitivity to cultural and 

religious diversity takes a back seat to the music 

and greetings of “Merry Christmas.”  

 

Nevertheless, Hanukkah presents us with a wonderful opportunity to 

affirm important moral and religious values that are worthy of teaching 

our children. In line with my Kol Nidrei word for the year, “Repaint,” I 

suggest that we can indeed recapture Hanukkah and transform it into a 

holiday that is elevated above lighting the candles, singing Ma’Oz Tzur, 

exchanging gifts and eating latkes (as important as these rituals are!). I 

am making available a newly revised edition of my Hanukkah Home 

Seder which provides a theme for each of the eight nights of Hanukkah 

along with discussion topics, activities, games, puzzles, and quizzes. 

(Please pick one up at the Hanukkah Workshop on December 11th or stop 

by the synagogue office.) 

 

Here, then, are some of the lessons that can be learned and taught amid 

the Hanukkah festivities: 

 The desecration of the Holy Temple in Jerusalem during the time of 

the Maccabees reminds us of the importance of sacred places. While 

the ancient Temple no longer exists, rabbinic midrash (legend/lore) 

teach as that its stones were dispersed throughout the world. In each 

spot where a stone landed, a synagogue emerged. Hanukkah is a time 

to recognize our commitment to the centrality of the synagogue and 

its vital role in Jewish life. Our task is to transform our synagogue and 

our homes into warm and caring religious settings. 

 Hanukkah is a holiday that is primarily observed in the home. Each 

household is obligated to light a hanukkiyah (menorah) and place it

near the window to thereby proclaim and publicize the miracle of the 

cruse of oil lasting eight days in the re-consecrated Temple. For 

religious freedom to be meaningful, its expression in the home must 

be nurtured, respected and protected.  How we treat each other in our 

homes should serve as a beacon of light that links us to our 

neighbours. 

 Finally, the root of the Hebrew word “Hanukkah” is associated with 

the same root for the Hebrew word for education, “Hinukh.” 

Hanukkah, which means “dedication” requires a commitment to 

learning if it is to endure. Prejudice and discrimination are primarily 

the products of ignorance. The antidote is education which is the 

surest way to foster respect and dignity. Hanukkah is a time to learn 

more about Judaism and to utilize its wisdom to create harmonious 

relationships with others. 

 

This month you have several opportunities to learn how to add a new 

dimension to your Hanukkah celebration. As noted earlier, the Hanukkah 

Workshop will offer spiritual insights into the holiday while providing 

practical suggestions about enhancing its meaning to children, family, 

and guests. And, you can learn how to make some new versions of latkes! 

On December 18th, the Sisterhood is sponsoring a Hanukkah celebration 

where you can have fun and enjoy the friendship of others in our sacred 

space at Beth Tzedec. 

 

May light of the Hanukkah candles bring us warmth and joy along with a 

deeper appreciation and commitment to fostering religious freedom for 

all.

Why should we be Jewish? 

 
Inspired by the Jewish month of Kislev, let’s ask ourselves the crucial question: 

Why do we want to be Jewish anyhow? 

 

It was during the month of Kislev that Ezra the Scribe, recently arrived in Israel 

from Babylonia, rallied the Jewish people in Eretz Yisrael to convene in Jerusalem. 

On that occasion, Ezra criticized religious leaders as well as common Israelites for 

intermarrying with women from the seven nations (Canaanites, Amorites, Hittites, 

Jebusites, Hivites, Perizzites, and Girgashites) which were specifically prohibited 

to the Jewish people. Ezra persuaded the people to counter assimilation by 

dissolving their intermarriages with pagan wives.   

 

Jewish institutions and communal leaders today frequently present intermarriage as 

the greatest threat to the Jewish religion. However, there is an underlying, more 

challenging question: why does it matter whether we remain actively committed to 

Judaism? If Jewish identity and observance are not meaningful to us, the question 

of assimilation and intermarriage becomes moot.  Rabbi Irwin Kula, president of 

the national Jewish Center for Leadership and Learning (CLAL), says:  

It is much easier to obsess, agonize about intermarriage than to 

worry about whether Judaism is making a difference… [We need 

to] engage the question of ‘how is Judaism really, intellectually, 

helping me on my journey to grow and evolve?’ (San Diego 

Jewish Times, Jan. 12, 2005) 

We need to reframe our perspective. Instead of agonizing about threats to Jewish 

peoplehood, maybe we should simply ask: How do we live our lives to the fullest? 

If Judaism helps make our lives more fully meaningful and joyful, then we will 

cherish and preserve it, from a place of joy rather than anguish. 

 

Being Jewish is a choice. Being Jewish means choosing to believe that there is 

greater meaning in this world than that of our mere existence.  Being Jewish means 
choosing to believe that there is a benevolent and transcendent wisdom that guides 

us. Maimonides states that the whole of the Torah “aims at two things: the welfare 

of the soul and the welfare of the body.” In an age of self-help, spiritual 

questioning, and competing ideologies, why not derive meaning from the 

knowledge and experience that lie at the foundation of our identity? 
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When we understand Jewish religion as a means for becoming a better person, 

living a more meaningful life, and flourishing as a human being, our perspective 

shifts.  Jewish practice is no longer the drudgery of mere obligation – it is a 

fulfillment of mitzvot which fill our lives with a sense of purpose and gratitude. 

Shabbatot and Jewish festivals become not merely days on the calendar, but 

opportunities to foster joy and meaning together with our loved ones. And we seek 

opportunities to imbue our daily lives with a sense of purposeful renewal. 

 

That is the challenge that Kislev poses to us. Ezra’s greatest achievement was not 

merely the protection against assimilation – it was the transmission of the written 

Torah, the establishment of the mitzvah of Torah reading, and the preservation of 

the oral Torah (through the Knesset Hagedolah) which have lasted to this day. We 

too need to be aware of the lasting legacy we transmit. As we enter into this time of 

year, inspired by Ezra and by the lights of Hanukkah, let us ask ourselves:  How do 

we fill our lives and those around us with light?

Hanukkah Candle Lighting  
The Hanukkah lights should be kindled as soon as possible after nightfall. On Friday the 
lights are kindled before the beginning of Shabbat.  
The lighting procedure is as follows: The correct number of candles are placed in the 
menorah, beginning at your right. Each subsequent night you add one candle, starting 
at the right and moving left. After the candles are set, you light the shammash, the 
helper candle, which usually has a distinct place on the menorah apart from the other 
candles. You then light the candles with the shammash from left to right.  

Candle # 1 - Tuesday, December 20th 

Candle # 2 - Wednesday, December 21st 
Candle # 3 - Thursday, December 22nd 

Candle # 4 - Friday, December 23rd 

Candle # 5 - Saturday, December 24th 
Candle # 6 - Sunday, December 25th 

Candle # 7 - Monday, December 26th 
Candle # 8 - Tuesday, December 27th
