Royal Couple to  

Visit Beth Tzedec 
 

Following the April nuptials of Prince 

William to Kate Middleton, Buckingham 

Palace recently released a statement 

confirming that the Royal Couple will 

indeed visit Beth Tzedec Congregation as 

part of their tour of Canada in July. The 

reason for the visit reflects an affinity of 

the Queen for Calgaryôs sole 

Conservative congregation that began 

with her surprise visit on Purim in 5770. 

The Royal Coupleôs visit is intended to 

signal Englandôs commitment to its Jewish citizens in the face of 

growing multi-culturalism in London and elsewhere. And, besides, 

Prince William and Kate are enthusiasts of gourmet Jewish cuisine. Beth 

Tzedec has secured the return engagement of Norene Gilletz to assist 

Rabbi Osadchey in preparing a Shabbat dinner fit for royalty. The menu 

will include Brisket Wellington with Yorkshire kasha varnishkes, 

Camilla carrot souffl®, and mum yum brownies for dessert.

Local Calgarians have been generally elated to hear the news of the 

Royal visit although Stampede officials are privately upset that the 

Stampede is not their number one venue. Disgruntled Stamped Officials 

have quietly threatened to cancel this yearôs Kosher Chili Cook-off at the 

Saddledome. Co-sponsor, Gas-X, is however strongly lobbying 

Stampede officials to allow for the event to continue. 

The Royal Couple will be present for Shabbat services on July 16th and 

the Ritual Committee has already sent a special invitation seeking the 

Princeôs participation in the Torah service where he will recite the prayer 

for the Queen and country. We know his grandmother will schep nachas! 

Due to the royal presence at Shabbat services, special security measures 

will be in place. Buckingham Palaceôs spokesman has asked that only 

members-in-good standing of Beth Tzedec be permitted to enter the 

sanctuary for prayer. The synagogue office has engaged a special 

assistant to handle the expected flood of calls from members seeking to 

update their financial status. Congregants are asked to dress in formal 

attire for the occasion.

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Rabbinic Reflections 

òThe Lessons We Learn 

from Purimó 
 

We all know that Purim is a very colorful and 

light hearted holiday distinguished by festive 

costumes, drinking, irreverent humour and tasty 

hamantaschen pastry. But if we pause for 

moment to understand the significance of the 

holiday, then we quickly realize how profound 

are its themes and customs. The four 

characteristics of Purim are Megillah, Mishteh, Mishloach Manot, and 

Matanot LôEvyonim. Reading the Megillah of Esther reminds us of the 

importance of sacred tests as a source of inspiration and guidance. 

Mishteh or feasting suggests that religion without joy is burdensome and 

will be jettisoned by young and old alike. Mishloach Manot, sending 

gifts to our friends, teaches the value of gratitude and that only mutually 

enriching relationships endure. Lastly, Matanot LôEvyonim, giving 

tzedakah to the poor, impresses upon us the obligation to help the needy 

and to thereby repair the imbalances in the world that cause suffering and 

despair. 

With regard to the actual text of the Megillah, we glean three relevant 

messages for living in our complex world. The first is that Purim teaches 

us the value of treating women equally to men. Without Estherôs 

intelligence and courage, the Jews of her time would not have survived. 

Esther is an example to maturing boys and girls (and to adults as well) 

that gender should not be a limitation to fulfilling oneôs potential.  

A second message from the Megillah is that it is vital that Jews rise up 

and fight for their own defense. While we may have many friends 

throughout the world, albeit some who are very powerful, Jews are 

ultimately responsible for insuring their own survival. The fate of Jews in 

Israel and throughout the Diaspora is inextricably linked together. The 

Talmudic adage that ñAll Israel is responsible for one anotherò is as 

pertinent today as it was 2000 years ago. 

A corollary to the imperative of Jews to defend themselves is the notion 

that ñfor evil to triumph, the only thing good people have to do is 

nothing.ò King Ahasuarus was neither wicked or anti-Semitic. He was,

however, vulnerable to ignorance, deception, and manipulation by evil 

people. As Jews, we must fight prejudice and intolerance regardless of 

who it targets or when it raises its ugly head. Our history has sensitized 

us to the tragic and irrational consequences of hatred. It is our duty to 

engage in the fight for human rights and dignity in our own community 

and throughout the world. 

I encourage you to celebrate Purim as it is meant to be observed. Not as a 

holiday for children, but a time to joyously celebrate life, deepen our 

relationships to those we cherish, and to renew our effort as co-partners 

with God in the act of bringing shalom into the world.

In reading up a little on the 

holiday, I discovered an interesting article. I thought 

it would make interesting reading for the 

congregation. 

 

 

Eat, Drink, and Be Holy: The Holiday of Purim 

by Lois Goldrich, Director of Public Affairs of USCJ 
 

On its surface, the holiday of Purim is fairly straightforward, characterized by 

an atmosphere of joy and celebration. We are required to eat and to drink; we 

parade around in outlandish costumes; and we make loud noises that can hardly 

be described as dignified. Still, beneath its almost too obvious guise of 

merriment, Purim is marked by a seriousness of purpose equal to that of the 

most solemn holiday. We are required to perform a variety of mitzvot -- and 

from each we learn an important lesson. 

One of the most important things we learn from Purim is that no person can 

exist alone. We share with others not only our daily lives but our hopes and 

dreams as well. Hillel taught: "Al tifrosh min ha'tzibbur-- Do not separate 

yourself from the community." In each of the mitzvot we perform on Purim, we 

learn something new about the concept of sharing. 

Reading the Megillah 

Each year, we are required to listen to the complete reading of Megillat 

Esther. We are instructed to listen to every word and to do this twice -- evening 

and morning. Surely, if the Rabbis simply intended that we become familiar 

with the story, they would not have mandated that we listen to it that often 

and that carefully. Perhaps, in attending these public readings, we are being 

taught the value of sharing with the entire community recognition of, and 

appreciation for, our collective triumph over adversity. 

Defeating Haman was a shared enterprise. Mordechai and Esther led the way, 

supported by the prayers of the entire Jewish people. In every generation, there 

are those like Haman who prey on people's basest fears in order to maximize 

their own power. Confronting such evil must be a shared responsibility. While 

one group may be singled out for harsh treatment, it is the responsibility of all 

good people to fight against this kind of tyranny. 

A Note From the Chazzan 

A Note from the Chazzan 
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Mishloah Manot 

Each year, increasing numbers of Jews are discovering the wonderful Purim 

custom of sharing food with friends and neighbors, giving at least two types of 

food to at least two recipients. The mitzvah of mishloah manot is based on the 

verse in the Megillah instructing us to "send portions one to another" (9:22). 

Some people bake hamentaschen and other goodies, while others send food 

packages through their synagogue. Use this opportunity to spread Purim cheer 

to those who might not otherwise receive such gifts. Consider bringing some 

brightly decorated baskets to seniors, to the homebound, to newcomers, or to 

those whose families have moved away (your rabbi can provide you with 

names). 

Matanot L'evyonim 

Based on the injunction in the Megillah that on Purim we must "send gifts to the 

poor" (9:22), the holiday affords us a special opportunity to share our good 

fortune with those in need. Gifts can be given directly, e.g., bringing food and 

clothing to a homeless shelter, or indirectly, through an organized charity. It is 

important to keep in mind that whatever additional tzedakah we give throughout 

the year, donations must still be given on Purim itself. How important is 

this mitzvah? As Maimonides writes in his Mishneh Torah (Hilkhot 

Megillah 2:17): "It is better for a person to increase gifts to the poor than to 

increase his feast or the mishloah manot to his neighbors. There is no joy 

greater or more rewarding than to gladden the heart of the poor, orphans, 

widows, and strangers. For by gladdening the hearts of the downtrodden, we are 

following the example of the Divine." 

Seudat Purim 

Few things are more pleasurable than sharing a celebratory meal with our 

families. Happily, the Megillah tells us that Purim should be a time for feasting. 

This year, approach the Purim seudah with the commitment we bring to 

preparing the Passover seder. Wear special clothing (off-beat costumes are 

definitely permitted); prepare special foods; and learn Purim songs. Try hard to 

arrange your work schedule so there is sufficient time to relax and enjoy the 

meal fully. 
 

Purim Sameach to all the Beth Tzedec Congregation and we hope to see 

you at our celebration on March 19th.

In situations like this, especially where deep bonds have been formed, it is 

tempting to try to ascribe blame and create winners and losers. Doing so would 

be simplistic and wrong and it would not be considerate of the efforts of 

everyone concerned. 

 

The suddenness of Chazzan David and Sandiôs departure will be upsetting for 

many.  Experience demonstrates long departures are usually not healthy or 

productive.  It is important that all of us are able to move freely and without 

limitation, especially the Chazzan and Sandi who are already busy making 

plans.  

 

Beth Tzedec will maintain its many programs and services going forward. 

 

Fortunately, we are blessed to have a very committed and talented Rabbi and 

Ritual Director. Rabbi Osadchey and Leonard Cohen will ensure coverage of 

life cycle events including baby namings, Bônai Mitzvah, weddings, funerals 

and unveilings.

Venahafokh hu ï World turned upside-down 

 

Random bits of Jewish life in the ñNahafokh 

huò (i.e., world turned upside-down) spirit of Purim ï and remember, 

these story items are all true: 

 

Kosher cannibalism?  

There is a rabbinic discourse on whether human flesh is kosher, and if so 

what category of food does it fall into (pareve or meat). The obvious 

point is that humans do not chew cud nor have cloven hooves, so they 

would not be kosher for eating. However, this presents a problem, as we 

generally cannot consume the milk of unkosher animals ï surely the 

Torah does not prohibit breastfeeding? Quite the opposite, the Gemara 

encourages long periods of breastfeeding for babies ï and human breast 

milk, because it does not come from cattle, is in fact considered pareve.  

Turning from breastfeeding to vampirism, the Rosh, Maimonides and 

Nachmanides all agree that human blood is unkosher ï however, each 

one derives this principle from a different source, while the Rema (in his 

commentary to the Shulchan Aruch) states explicitly that human flesh is 

forbidden deôoraita - i.e., directly from the Torah. Ultimately, the issue 

of biting nails or sucking a sore wound does not involve kashrut per seé 

and if you did unintentionally swallow some skin (e.g., from a chapped 

lip), then according to Rav Shlomo Aviner of Jerusalem it is pareve ï 

and you do not have to wait hours before eating dairy. 

 

From depravity to piety  

Besides cannibalism, the Torah does not shy away from controversial 

issues ï there are laws in the Torah against all kinds of depraved acts. 

Why was it necessary for the Torah to include these? We need to 

remember that the generation receiving Torah from Sinai was the same 

one that conducted the atrocious sin of the Golden Calfé and that, in 

our generation today, respected Jewish leaders have led Ponzi schemes 
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wiping out billions of peopleôs dollars, conducted drug trafficking, and 

allegedly tried selling human organs for transplant. In other words, we 

need to remember that we ourselves are unfortunately capable of 

committing horrific acts. Clearly, we want to nahafokh hu ï and turn our 

power for evil upside-down, into power for chesed (benevolence).  

 

Banning the Bris  
The city of San Francisco will be holding a ballot in November to ban 

male circumcision. Under the proposed bill, a mohel conducting a brit 

milah could be liable with up to a $1000 fine and one yearôs 

imprisonment! Apparently, some city councillors consider it more urgent 

to repress religious practice than deal with the thousands of other ways to 

help children (child poverty, education, and real sexual abuse, to name 

three). This is clearly a decision the Jewish community must come 

together in order to nahafokh hu ï overturn it. 

 

Purim is a time to turn things upside-down: to celebrate everything from 

the sublime to the ridiculous, and turn evil decrees into joyful 

celebration. Chag Sameach!
