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“L’Chayim: Bringing Joy to Life!”

October is a significant month on the Jewish
calendar for it is a time when we are challenged
to respond to the message of the High Holidays.
This is the month filled with opportunities to
affirm life and the blessings that have been
granted us. The holiday of Sukkot is called
“Zeman Simchateynu- the season of our joy”
for it teaches us to appreciate beauty and
gratitude even as we dwell in the Sukkah, a
fragile and temporary structure. Sukkot impresses upon us a fundamental
worldview of Judaism, namely, that we cannot endure on a steady diet of
despair.

So, how do we invest Jewish life with a consuming sense of joy? How do
we reawaken the Jewish spirit so that people will proclaim how much
they love being Jewish? I believe that the emergence of joy and hope as
powerful forces for personal fulfillment and for Jewish survival can come
through a re-examination of Jewish history, Jewish living, and a new
look at the synagogue as the quintessential center of Jewish life.

We can look at Jewish history and see it as the “voyage of the damned”
or we can see the golden threads of Judaism that are so finely woven into
the fabric of some of the greatest civilizations and religions in history.
We can also recall how our ancestors led lives defined by purpose and
context. Their lives were consumed by the responsibility of Jewish
tradition that, at the same time, enriched them with joy and fulfillment.

At the intersection of Jewish history and the individual’s pursuit of a
better life lies the synagogue. Here in the synagogue Jews have come for
2,000 years to weep and lament, laugh and sing and dance. It is here that
we are brought as babies and it is from here that our lives are
remembered when we depart this world. From birth to death, every
significant moment of life finds expression in the synagogue. It is here
that our aspirations and dreams are validated and nurtured by a
community of like-minded people.
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I therefore encourage you to embrace the synagogue as the setting
wherein you can gather the moral and spiritual resources to address the
challenges of the New Year. Come to the synagogue and we will study,
debate, and search for the answers together. Come to the synagogue and
share the mundane and sacred aspects of life. And, come to the
synagogue where we can enjoy (and I dare say even have fun!) in pursuit
of life’s blessings and joy.

There is much to be thankful for even in a world plagued by violence and
pain. Let us find joy together in the year ahead inspired by the legacy of
Jewish history, the blessings that come from performing Torah mitzvot,
and the goodness that lies in being part of a kehillah kedosha-a holy
congregation.

Teshuva

With everything going on in synagogue and elsewhere
during High Holidays, it’s easy to lose sight of the main reason we gather
together at this time of year: teshuva.

The period between Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur is known as Aseret
Yemei Teshuva, the ten days of repentance; teshuva in this case means
repentance, as in correcting wrongs and gaining forgiveness. Teshuva is also
sometimes understood as a return, and more specifically a return to Jewish
observances and principles. These interpretations in themselves do not do full
justice to the meaning of the word. As with so many words in Hebrew — and
this is part of the beauty of Lashon Kodesh, the holy language — the term
Teshuva is layered with many levels of meaning.

Teshuva comes from the Hebrew word shin-vav-vet or shuv, which means to
go back or come back. In the time of High Holidays, it is important to go back
over the past in order to understand where we stand today. This concept is
known as cheshbon nefesh — literally, an accounting of one’s soul. Through a
careful examination of ourselves and our deeds, we can honestly identify our
achievements and failures, our strengths and weaknesses. = We then can
determine what we need to change, while drawing on the support of G-d and
the people around us to make this evolution possible.

Another meaning of the word Teshuva is “a reply”. Between Rosh Hashanah
and Yom Kippur, we seek an answer to the question, “What fate do we merit
for the coming year?” To the extent that our life experience is the consequence
of the choices and actions we take, it only makes sense to examine these
carefully in order to understand what we can expect. It is too easy to get lost in
the maze of daily activities to take the step back and see where we really are in
life and where we’re naturally headed. Shuv can mean to veer or change one’s
path. It can be incredibly difficult to change one’s course in life, and we
require all of the strength and good fate we can muster to make those changes.
This time of year is the time to appeal to G-d for help in summoning that
strength to change.

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Finally, teshuva can simply mean coming back — to one’s true self. The High
Holidays provide us the chance to better understand who we truly are, what we
need to do, and who we are meant to become. This understanding and sense of
purpose lies deeply rooted in the soul, beyond simple logic and reason. The
sound of the shofar is meant to awaken our soul and access this deeper
conscience. As Rabbi Naftali Reich writes,

The sounds of the shofar are the expressions of the soul in the purest
form. They encompass all sort of thoughts and emotions that are too
sublimely spiritual to be clothed in human speech. The call to
repentance, the exuberant joy of Yom Kippur night, the mysterious
tremble of spiritual longing in the soul of every Jew when he hears the
shofar, all these and countless others find expression in the sounds of
the shofar.

May this coming New Year provide every one of you the opportunity to come
closer to your true fulfillment. Shanah Tovah!

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A MESSAGE FROM TODAH

“The Kind of Man Women Love”

This month's article is for women's eyes only; if you are
|a man and have read this far, please visualize a STOP

sign right here, and do not proceed to the next sentence.
As provocative as this message is, this information may not “fit” the men of
Beth Tzedec Congregation.

Women, TODAH committee has a challenge. Our October 30 meeting (from 1-
3 pm) will be met privately. Women only. No one must know our mission. The
secret location for this meeting will take place downstairs (there is an elevator
next to the coat room; I will ask Max Lipsman to make certain it is turned on) -
for those uncomfortable taking stairways.

No one must know that we are there. We need to quietly plan a bright future
this 2011-2012 year. We will discuss alluring, arousing, and intriguing ideas to
address each monthly subject. Our members in need who we visit will feel their
health and well being restored; we will be making less hospital visits and more
home visits and telephone calls to comfort, calm and reassure those members
who need us. The kind of man we love would understood that sending cards of
well wishes or sympathy, telephoning or visiting is just about all we do. They
probably don't even know that they can choose what is most comfortable for
them because no man at Beth Tzedec has ever asked what we do! The only
“requirement” is confidentiality; You women certainly have done well meeting
these challenges! Offering comfort to those in need without men might have to
be our new TODAH motto. However, first let's give it a chance.

We will hold conversation with a strong hand, stimulate lengthy subjects that
need thorough interpretation. We need to talk about the kind of man a woman
loves as we search for those special men who may be hiding their unique
abilities from us. A Beth Tzedec man who is deeply loved would visit lonely
men in their homes with nothing more required than a listening ear. If men
learned the value of Bikur Cholim by performing the mitzvah, they would find
out that it produces the unrestrained burst of joyful feeling of being at one with,
and intimately involved with, Tikkun Olam.
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We may have to, by ourselves, take on some good, hard work without apology
for the men that are not able come forward or are too squirmy to help us visit
the ill. Remember the 1983 film “Yentl” that Barbara Streisand produced and
acted in? It may be possible for our women to dress as men and “talk the male
talk” in order to comfort the men who become ill among us. If only the strong
men of Beth Tzedec could come forward and join a humble group of people
(TODAH) that support and uplift one another once a month for only 9 months a
year, they would not regret it.

The men we love would join TODAH and show us their worth to perform these
simple, deeds of kindness. Men from other synagogues in the community have
heard about us and are asking if they can join TODAH. Oh, no! If you are one
of those special Beth Tzedec men who ignored the STOP SIGN at the
beginning of this article, you surely know that we can not let them join until
“our” men step forward! And, surely you know that one day you might be the
recipient of our affectionate calls for caring. Being sick and alone is awful.
Hey guys, certain male patients just plain need a man to talk to. Or, like
Barbara Streisand, I may need to come forward, dress as a male, and satisfy
them myself if | have to.

My only expectation is that you will be present. Our work is not limp. You
may think you can do it by yourself but you would be missing TODAH — the
Viagra of Bikur Cholim!
