 “Sh’ma- Truly Listening” 
 
There once was a woman who came to a lawyer 

and told him that she wanted a divorce.  The 

lawyer asked her, "Do you have grounds?" She 

responded, "About half an acre."  The lawyer 

replied, "No, that's not what I meant.  Do you 

have a grudge?"  The woman answered, "No, 

we have a carport instead."  By this time the 

lawyer is getting frustrated.  He says to her, 

speaking very carefully, "Tell me, does he beat 

you up?"  The woman says, "No, I get up in the morning before he does."  

By now, the lawyer has really had it.  He says to her, "Will you please 

tell me exactly why you want a divorce?"  The woman responds without 

hesitation, "Because he doesn't understand me!" 

 

The approach of the High Holidays reminds us of one of the key 

ingredients for successful relationships.  It is the ability to listen and to 

truly hear the words of others.  In fact, the most unique custom of Rosh 

Hashannah is the blowing of the shofar.  The benediction recited prior to 

its blowing commands us to hear its sound.  The shofar's piercing blast is 

unlike the din of noise in the world we have created that is filled with 

machines and electronic gadgets.  It is a sound that stirs our souls and 

beckons us to listen to the "Kol D'mama Daka," the still small voice of 

our better selves.  

  

Through the reflective silence which comes from listening to ourselves, 

we can become better husbands and wives, better parents and children, 

better relatives and friends.  Perhaps we can also become more charitable 

and compassionate to the needs of others instead of engaging in the worst 

form of noise pollution- gossip and verbal manipulation.  Inside each of 

us is a Jewish voice which beckons us to be better Jews, to be more 

active on behalf of Israel and oppressed Jewry, to embrace more fully the 

Torah and mitzvot, and to observe with greater regularity and depth the 

Shabbat and Festivals.  And, it is through the art of listening that we can 

discern the "still small voice of God."  It is a spiritual reverberation of 

that same voice which calls us to be better human beings.  It is also the

Jewish Time 
 

The Mishna tractate of Rosh Hashanah deals with the 

fundamental concept of Time.  Long ago, the arrival of the New Year depended 

on the witnessing of the New Moon in the Land of Israel.  Two trustworthy 

observers were required to testify in the presence of the rabbinic beth din (court 

of justice) that they had witnessed the New Moon’s arrival.  This information 

was then relayed across the Land by a sophisticated stream of “smoke signals” 

– a designated leader would kindle a fire at the top of a hill, which would be 

seen by two or more other people on distant hilltops, who would then light 

their fires for others yet further away, and so on.  In that manner, the arrival of 

the New Month – or the New Year – would be heralded to all the nation.   

 

Today, we no longer depend on the actual witnessing of the new moon – our 

calendar transitions are marked by the precision of our time technology.   We 

live our lives governed by the calendar and by the clock.  Our society functions 

according to linear time.   Time means progress: progress towards a specific 

moment or event; forward progress, such as the advancement of technological 

and scientific knowledge; or backward progress, such as the marking of 

deterioration with age.    

 

Jewish time is different.  It in fact comprises multiple perspectives: secular 

time (Z’man chol), sacred time (Z’man Kodesh), and circular time (Gilgul).   

 

Z’man Chol, secular time, corresponds to the notion of time described above, 

the one in which we live our daily lives and strive to achieve and attain that 

which we need. 

 

Z’man Kodesh, sacred time, such as on Shabbat, is when time stands still.  

Sacred time is when we transcend the worries of our day-to-day life and 

connect with something much greater.  We believe that G-d is eternal, and we 

connect to that divine eternity through our engagement in kedusha, holiness.   

 

Gilgul, circular time, refers to the cycle of life in the spiritual and the physical 
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world.  In the spiritual world, it refers to the transcendence of the soul and its 

continuation from one lifetime to another (e.g. through reincarnation).  

However, gilgul also simply means cycle – such as the cyclical pattern and 

rhythm of Jewish living.  Each day we welcome the morning with Shacharit 

prayers, the afternoon with Mincha, and the night with Ma’ariv.  The Jewish 

week runs on the circle of days leading up to the sacred seventh day of rest.   

We follow a calendar year with its periods of celebration and mourning, 

feasting and fasting, throughout the different seasons  – and we renew that 

rhythm each year during High Holidays.   

 

The start of the Jewish year is neatly bracketed by the holidays of Rosh 

Hashanah and Simhat Torah.  On Rosh Hashanah, we renew our sense of 

purposeful living, by offering our service to G-d and celebrating the 

continuance of our days.  On Simhat Torah, we renew our sense of inspiration, 

by returning to the beginning, Bereshit, and renewing the Torah learning that 

guides us.  
 

Jewish time provides us valuable, different ways to perceive our lives.   It 

signals that our lives are not merely a race to the finish, but an aspiration to 

something greater – a connectedness to that which transcends us.  We have the 

blessing and privilege of regularly slowing down time to regain perspective, to 

find ourselves and G-d.  This is the true gift of the New Year.

Important Message Regarding High Holiday Security 
Beth Tzedec is committed to maintaining a standard of health, safety and 

security for all our congregants, visitors and guests in our facility.  Albeit that 

security measures are more noticeable during the high holidays Beth Tzedec is 

continually examining and ensuring that the facility is safe  while our 

congregant are participating in worship, programs, activities and events. By 

doing so, security guidelines are reviewed and revised every year by staff and 

lay leaders.  It is important to note that consultation with the proper security 

authorities are done on a regular basis.   Ultimately it is crucial that we respond 

to any incident with a rational approach so that we provide a sense of security 

and control of any situation that confronts us at our facility. 

Independent security guards and off duty police officers make up the bulk of 

security personnel protecting synagogues.  In addition to these supportive 

services it is my belief (in all my previous positions) that primary security is 

reliant on the staff and volunteers.  It is not the role of the volunteer or staff to 

be trained in any confrontational manner, but to be aware of our environment 

for anything that might look out of the ordinary. Anything that is questionable 

needs to be examined and that is done by the trained security personnel.  

Statistically, security costs can cut into other programs and services of the 

congregation.  Beth Tzedec has maintained the position that the security and 

safety of our congregants should never be compromised.  Beth Tzedec has, and 

will continue to provide excellent service and security to our congregants 

during the high holidays and any other day throughout the year.  Everything we 

do is preventative , proactive, and not reactionary.  At no time are we to let our 

guard down and that is why we need your cooperation. 

During the High Holidays our congregants are welcomed to attend services 

if they are in possession of a High Holiday ticket.  This ticket will allow you 

to participate in services and entitles you to a specific seat.  Good, bad or 

indifferent… this is the system we have, as well as other congregations in 

North America.  We will ask for proof of ticket and we would hope that 

our congregants will be respectful and appreciative that we take your 

security and safety seriously.  Make every effort to have your ticket 

available when approached by our volunteers and staff.

See what 

you think:  

 

 We dip apples in honey or sugar to signify our wish for a sweet new 

year. 

 We eat different vegetables whose names are an allusion for the 

good. 

 We eat carrots which in Yiddish are mehren also meaning 'increase'. 

We ask the Almighty for our merits to increase. 

 We eat leeks, which in aramaic are karasai, also meaning 'to cut off'. 

We ask HaShem to cut off our enemies. 

 We eat beets, in aramaic silka, also meaning 'remove and pray that 

our adversaries be removed. 

 We eat dates, in aramaic tamrai and ask HaShem that our enemies be 

consumed (yetamu). 

 We eat gourds (eg. Pumpkin, squash), in aramaic kara, and ask the 

Almighty to tear (kara) our sentences and proclaim (kara) our merits. 

 We eat pomegranates and ask that our merits should be as numerous
