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Rabbinic Reflections 

 ñLifting our Heads ò 
 

Beginning in the month of February and 

continuing into March, our Shabbat Torah 

readings take us from Mt. Sinai where we 

receive the 613 mitzvot into the wilderness 

where we are assigned the task of building a 

Tabernacle to house and maintain them. The 

Israelite journey mirrors our own to form some 

interesting parallels. In Parashat Yitro (February 

11th), we receive the Torah on Mt. Sinai and 

become a people who live in a covenantal relationship with God. In 

Parashat Mishpatim (February 18th), we are presented with the laws or 

rules that will govern Jewish life. Then comes Parashat Terumah 

(February 25th) to instruct us how to physically house and maintain the 

Torah. This, in turn, is followed by Parashat Tetzaveh (March 3rd) that 

focuses on a specific religious object- the menorah- that will symbolize 

Godôs presence in the Tabernacle. Finally, Parashat Ki Tissa (March 10th) 

conveys to each Israelite the personal responsibility to preserve the 

tabernacle through a contribution of İ shekel. 

 

A year ago, Beth Tzedec embraced a new vision statement for the 

synagogueôs future - ñInspire innovative learning, spiritual growth, 

compassion and the joyous expression of conservative Jewish living in 

the home, Synagogue and community.ò This, in essence, is the 

synagogueôs ñtorah.ò In turn, the clarity of purpose that came from 

creating such a vision has led to the construction a program of activities 

and projects that will enhance Jewish life at the synagogue and in the 

personal lives of each member. Indeed, we have marked 5772 as the 

ñYear of the Torahò and dedicated it to learning and performing mitzvot.  

This commitment will enable us to create a sacred setting, as Parashat 

Terumah suggests, wherein we can welcome Godôs presence as we live 

out our part of the covenantal relationship with God. Lastly, the success 

of the journey will ultimately depend upon each memberôs commitment 

to achieving our vision. This is underscored by the opening words of 

Parashat Ki Tissa - ñKi tissa et rosh - when you take a census.ò Literally, 

it means ñwhen you lift the headò and expresses a powerful notion that

the community is strengthened only when each person is lifted up. Every 

individual has something important to offer the community and deserves 

recognition for the role that he/she plays in enhancing the quality of life 

for all.  

 

And so, beginning this month with the World Wide Wrap tefillin 

program on Sunday, February 5th, you will have the opportunity to 

personally affirm the importance of individual commitment and 

dedicated leadership. Your participation in the activities of Beth Tzedec 

validates our vision and enriches the life of the entire congregation. We 

welcome your talents and resources in such activities and in a variety of 

volunteer and leadership roles to insure our future success. Please let me 

or our President, Lorne Pearl, know about ways that we can make your 

involvement in the synagogue more meaningful to you.

A Holy People

ñAnd you shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, a holy people.ò (˸ˣˬ/˷
Exodus 19:6) 

 

Just before receiving the shnei luhot habrit (tablets), as Moshe Rabbeinu 

ï our Greatest Teacher, Moses ï ascends Mount Sinai, G-d tells him to 

convey to the people that, if they listen to G-dôs ways and guard their 

covenant, they will be a ñgoy kadoshò ï a holy people. 

 

The word ñkadoshò in Hebrew, though usually translated as holy or 

sacred, in fact literally means ñdistinctò or ñset asideò. The day of 

Shabbat is kadosh because it is set aside from the remaining days of the 

week, as a day of rest and special observance. The land of Israel and the 

city of Jerusalem are both kadosh, for they are distinct from other lands 

in having been given by G-d to Israel as an inheritance. The Jewish 

people are a goy kadosh because G-d has distinguished us from other 

nations in assigning us the gift and responsibility of Torah. 

 

Kedusha, holiness, is a challenging notion. Some people reject religion 

and the whole concept of holiness outright. Others perceive holiness as a 

power relation or an imposition of authority, and may consider holiness 

oppressive. Even in synagogue life, the same formal rituals and prayers 

that are meant to inspire awe may actually have the countereffect of 

creating undue distance between us and the Holy presence.  

 

Perhaps we need to frame our understanding of kedusha not in terms of 

distancing, but in terms of love. The full Torah text in which G-d 

describes the Jewish people as a goy kadosh is replete with loving terms: 
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Thus shall you say to the house of Jacob and declare to the 

children of Israel: óYou have seen what I did to the Egyptians, 

how I bore you an eaglesô wings and brought you to Me. Now 

then, if you will obey Me faithfully and keep My covenant, you 

shall be my treasured possession [segulah] among all the people. 

Indeed, all the earth is Mine, but you shall be to Me a kingdom of 

priests and a holy people.ô (˸ˣˬ/˷Exodus 19:4-6) 

 

When we perceive G-d as treasuring our existence, as carrying us ñon 

eaglesô wingsò to bring us close, our perception of holiness becomes 

different. Holiness that is founded in love and commitment is a source of 

joy and meaning, and provides a sense of connectedness to aspire to at all 

times. 

 

Kedusha may appear distant from our regular daily lives. This is why we 

need to set aside time, such as for prayer and Shabbat, where we can 

again find ways to feel inspired and treasured. It is my profound 

aspiration that Beth Tzedec serve as a haven of kedusha and a 

community where people can discover that sense of loving connectedness 

to one another and to G-d.

Grief, Stress, Anxiety and Recovery  
 

Grief is a conflicting feeling caused by the end or 

the change in a familiar pattern of behavior. 

 

All relationships have aspects of familiarity whether they are romantic, 

social, familial or business. While death and divorce are obvious, many 

other loss experiences have been identified that can produce grief. 

 

Some of the losses that cause similar conflicting feelings are the 

following: 
¶ death of a former spouse 

¶ death of a pet 

¶ empty nest 

¶ end of addictions 

¶ financial changes both positive and negative 

¶ graduation 

¶ holidays 

¶ legal problems 

¶ loss of trust in God 

¶ loss of trust of a parent 

¶ major health issues  

¶ marriage 

¶ moving 

¶ change in one's routine 

¶ retirement 

¶ starting school

KADDISH support group. We grieve for the loss of all relationships we 

deem as significant ï and emotional.  Our next meeting is March 18th 

from 1-3pm in the library. All discussion is confidential. 
 

Gender often makes a difference as an issue with grief. Males and 

females are socialized differently, however research indicates that males 

and females are similarly limited when it comes to sad, painful, and 

negative feelings. Feelings themselves are without gender. 

 

Grief and recovery are now used as terms to define and understand grief. 

There is a spiritual element to combine them in terms of using religion or 

spirituality as an opportunity for personal spiritual development which is 

one reason why our KADDISH group is under a ñJewish Umbrella.ò The 

religious part is the extraordinary benefit of saying KADDISH with other 

mourners and being surrounded and protected by your religious 

community. The spirituality part is your very personal journey through 

grief with God as your partner and guide. 

 

Moving through intense emotional pain means claiming your 

circumstances rather than your circumstances claiming you and your 

right for happiness. Recovery is about being able to enjoy fond memories 

without feeling gripped by pain or remorse. Recovery can feel like 

freedom from problems that you may have experienced when you felt 

despair. It is forgiving those who mean well yet say all the wrong things. 

Recovery allows you freedom to feel sad from time to time and talk 

about those feelings with those you feel safe with. The skills learned 

from grief recovery give you freedom to participate and benefit from all 

of your relationships and the ability to love again. Recovery is finding 

new meanings for living without fear of being hurt again. Recovery is 

that smile that crosses your face when you remember the joy you had 

with loved ones lost.
